Service User Repôs were 

involved in every stage of 

the restructuring process, 

which is now referral 

only, and treats service 

users with complex needs, 

which includes dual  

diagnosis (mental health 

and drug problems),  

people with childcare  

issues, eating disorders, 

complex physical health 

needs, care management, 

pregnancy, etc., basically 

making it the boroughôs 

specialist drug treatment 

service.

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In July of last year, the National Treatment Agency (NTA) conducted a review of its Service User Involvement (SUI).  
 
At that time, SUI at the NTA comprised of the London User Forum (LUF) & LUF Steering Group and the SUI  
Coordinators (SUIC) Forum & SUIC Steering Group. 
 
This structure of user involvement was set up with the aim of stimulating and increasing the amount, quality and  
effectiveness of SUI at local level. One of the main things that became apparent, from the review, was that this  
structure no longer met the requirements of services users, as these requirements have changed over the past two 
years.   
 
Three years ago, when SUI in London boroughs was in its infancy, few boroughs had borough-wide user groups 
(service user councils like ICDAS) and not many services had user-groups within their services. In addition to this, 
representation at a strategic decision making level within boroughs was also very limited. Few partnership boards 
(DAATs) had effective representation and participation of services users at their local boards.  
 
Last year, a review seemed necessary because the situation had changed significantly in London and, by then, most 
partnerships now had service users that attended partnership meetings and effective service user input at six-month 
review, and treatment-planning panel meetings. Also, by that stage, more than half of all the partnerships had  
borough wide meetings for services users and a named DAAT lead officer (SUIC) to take user involvement forward.  
 
The review of the LUF was undertaken, to find out, from members, how well the LUF met their needs and what 
changes they would like to see to ensure its relevance to (and representation of) service users across London. 
 
The forum was split into three groups, which were co-lead by a member of the LUF Steering Group and a member of 
staff from the NTA.  Feedback was either written on post it notes or straight onto flipchart paper during the session. 
 
What emerged from the feedback was that the scope of the LUF was too broad; there was a desire for a more  
effective peer-learning environment, and a wish to achieve a more effective exchange of information between service 
users, the NTA and other relevant bodies. 
 
As a result, towards the end of last year, the NTA asked service user councils (like ICDAS) in every London borough 
to elect a service user representative to a new body, called the London User Council (LUC). The LUC not only  
replaces the LUF Steering Group, but also aims to improve the exchange of information between service users and 
the NTA.  
 
Additionally, the LUF has now been replaced by the London Regional User Forum (LRUF). The purpose of this  
London regional event is to improve and develop a regional platform for networking and sharing of good practice. 
 
In an NTA document relating to this new SUI structure, the anticipated benefits are stated as: 
 

More consistent and even service user representation across London 

A regional event that can be better tailored to suit multiple audiences  

A regional event that offers a more effective platform for peer learning  

A regional event that reaches more users in more Boroughs  

More effective NTA input 
 
As the LRUC member for the London Borough of Islington, I have attended the council (LRUC) meetings 
held so far this year and the first LRUF. Representation from approximately half of all London boroughs has 
been seen at these meetings so far. As the new structure is still in its infancy, I am hopeful that it will be  
successful in achieving its goals.  
 
I will, of course, continue to report back to ICDAS, each month, on developments at the LRUC & LRUF, and 
SUI in other parts of London.  
 
I would also invite service users, their reps, and staff of partnership agencies in Islington to contact me  
regarding any relevant matter of concern, and, where appropriate, I will do my best to make sure it receives 
the attention of the NTA & representatives from other London boroughs.

Drugs & Alcohol Today ð Design Centre Islington 29th April by Mike S 

Guardian sponsored each year, this exhibition/seminar day gives professionals an opportunity to see what is on offer 

in terms of treatment options, and listen to the experiences of others across the country. Education and networking 

are a constructive day out, and so it was again this year. A range of exhibitors covering residential and day  

programme services demonstrated what was possible if funding was available with drug testing, equipment and  

computer systems to support the industry/profession, the exhibition gives a good insight into what toolkits are  

involved and available to support delivery of a professional service. 

I attended as an ex service user and voluntary worker in North London so I focused on my areas of specific interest 

which I have commented on below. 

An A&E early intervention seminar demonstrated that in Sunderland it can get through to A&E clients although  

focused on those with enforced overnight stays. There was a high rate of attendance at repeat appointments to be 

assessed around substance misuse issues with home detox referrals high. Yes and they could only provide home  

detoxes so that automatically excluded single people living alone, hostel dwellers or the homeless. (The most  

vulnerable to substance misuse). Unfortunately the disjointed nature of the service meant that the seminar presenters 

could not evidence the success rate of these home detoxes since this was a ñdifferent departmentò. Phew where does 

the buck stop, but this seminar certainly demonstrated that however disjointed I may believe services are in North 

London there is a much wider range of facilities that would be treated as gold dust in Sunderland but which we, in 

North London, have to be careful not to take for granted whilst still trying to improve what we have. 

On to service user support outside of structured treatment paths ï a weakness across the board.. But then I see  

Blenheim/CDP and followed up on their peer led social club which I had visited two months ago over in Ladbroke 

Grove. Good Grief! ex service users being viewed as human beings whatever next! Congratulations to the ex service 

users who have led the charge and for Kensington & Chelsea DAAT, to not only listening but actually funding. 

Women only services both for residential rehab and Family support were well represented. This appeared to be in 

contradiction to local North London service funding which appears to reflect that women and DV are not a special 

case so letôs not fund.  Most of the drug and alcohol funders in North London appear to be headed by women so 

ñSisters we are certainly not!ò 

Overall I felt that the exhibition offered another annual opportunity to have a look at what is going on and listen to 

others. I would have liked to attend more seminars but thatôs down to my own appalling planning for the day. 

Far be it for me to criticize so I will. More emphasis on recovery back to society integration would be good with 

training for ex service users aimed not at attaining university level skills (which can be daunting whilst being an aspi-

ration). More foot soldier training into employment (ETE) which allows ex service users to embrace mainstream 

society without total fear of defeat. 

And so to the end of the day and the keynote speech closing the seminar sessions. Given by Alan Campbell MP ï 

Undersecretary of State for Crime Reduction. A well written and delivered address which in saying nothing said it 

all. ñIf you commit a crime we will give you timeò (for treatment) but until then é 

Unfortunately the address was articulately delivered, but as effective as his football team. (Newcastle United).

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Dear future and current activists, 
 
Since the beginning of this year we have seen the new services open their doors or reopen 
their doors as a different project with the ethos óEvery clientôs treatment counts!ô In Islington 
every client and their family does count! 
 
ICDAS (Islington Clients of Drug and Alcohol Services) are continuing to go from strength to 
strength with 18 people regularly turning up for meetings! Our aim this summer is to  
encourage more debate about aftercare and treatment. People in the projects attended the 
Aftercare event on April the 30th at Milton Skills. This was a very successful event and we 
hope to have some positive changes and suggestions on how aftercare is run in the borough. 
 
Over the last few months we have seen an increase in the mediaôs fascination with ódrug  
usersô and this publicity has not always been positive; I refer to the new DWP white paper and 
the mediaôs obsession for demonising drug using parents.  
 
Not only is it the tabloids but also the broadsheets have been getting in on the act firstly check 
out the recent article in the Times on Drug use and parenting donôt mix.

This blatant moralistic and judgmental article was telling us how bad and evil drug using 
parents are!  
However I have found in my work with drug using parents, it makes more sense to try and 
have an open dialogue with parents about their use, furthermore, it is important to look at   
behaviours that are harmful instead of moralising or being judgemental. All moralising does is 
drive parents out of the public eye, further away from treatment, help and advice. In turn this 
leads to children who live with these parents, to be more in danger and at risk of serious and 
in some cases fatal harm.  It is also essential that all services work together in partnership 
whether that is drug services, social services and the voluntary sector and share information 
and areas of concern. It finally means that we do not shy away from the fact that drug using 
parents may do terrible things, as do some other parents who do not use substances. We 
should not ódemoniseô drug using parents! We should be offering treatment and campaigning 
for access to treatment in turn saving children lives. 
 
Secondly, check out the ICDAS response to the DWP welfare reforms;  No one written off: 
reforming welfare to reward responsibility.  It is reproduced elsewhere in this newsletter. 
However it looks increasingly likely that drug users will be the first to be scutinised and be  
expected to take advantage (forced into) of ómore support higher expectationsô. The BBC 
doesnôt beat about the bush in its recent article Drug addicts face losing benefits

The biggest omission of the white paper doesnôt even mention problematic alcohol users!! As 
per usual, the government doesnôt want to mention that hot potato consider the shock and 
horror if we suggest alcohol leads to alcoholism for some people. However whilst going to 
press I learned recently that the government intends to include alcohol in its welfare reform 
but nothing official as yet.
